	I have been developing databases using Microsoft Access since September 1995.  I have been expanding Access applications to the World Wide Web using Active Server Pages (ASP) since January 2001.  I have also used Microsoft Access to develop user interface programs for Oracle databases.  I am well versed in Visual Basic for Applications (VBA), VBScript and Structured Query Language (SQL) programming languages.

The systems that I have developed range in size and scope from non-profit institutions that track membership, to companies that generate orders and invoices for military installations on a global scale. 

These systems included such features as automated exporting to Microsoft Word and Microsoft Excel, data input from various locations on a WAN, generating bulk mailing, image display, importing legacy data from existing systems, importing data that is generated by outside sources, configuring data entry systems for use by multiple users, and extensive documentation and “F1” help systems.  

Additionally, I have expanded Access databases to the Web so that users can retrieve and even edit data in the database over the internet using a standard web browser such as Internet Explorer.  This technology allows information such as membership data, real estate statistics, order/invoice details, factory production capacity figures, etc. to be made easily available to interested parties outside of the local area network as desired.

In addition to using Microsoft Access to design stand-alone database systems, I have also used it to design user interface programs for Oracle databases.
	
	I have completed assignments that I arranged myself as well as assignments that were arranged through placement agencies.  While working on jobs arranged by agencies, I am technically employed by the agency.  However the actual work is done for the agency’s client under the supervision of that client. Before embarking on a career as a database programmer, I spent seven years as a video production instructor at a private college.  During this period I developed and delivered four semesters of training courses, which included classroom lecture, lab assignments and student projects.  During this time I also wrote a textbook “The Video Book”, which was published by Prentice-Hall in August 1997.
